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PURPOSE:

The use of alccholic beverages is limited to certain locations on campus
and to certain types of functions. Following is information about the
policy and regulations governing the use of alcoholic beverages at the
University. In addition, information about the procedures to be
followed to secure permission to serve alcchol at an academic, social,

POLICY:

In general, there are three types of locations on campus at which
alcaholic beverages may be served with permission: approprlata spaces
in academic buildings; dining and designated lounge areas in Marquis
Hall, the M.U.B., ard Place Riel; and other areas licensed permanently

thm.nghtheLiquorccntrolBoard.

After-hour activities are permitted in academic buildings when they will
camplement or enhance academic programs or contribute to the
professionalism of the academic discipline. Activities that kring
junior and senior students or faculty together or those that hring
faculty and students together in a pleasant, collegial milieu are
generally considered to contribute to the goals of the University.
Permission may be given to serve a modest amount of alccholic beverage
if the Dean or Director believes it is appropriate and will contribute
to the atmosphere of the occasion. Examples of the types of events that
would be considered appropriate would be receptions for guest lecturers,
special awards programs, and meetings of professional organizations.
The University will consider each request but reserves the right to
establish guidelines and regulations as to the frequency and the
circumstances of the events for which permission to serve alcchol is
granted.

Dining roams and designated lounge areas are generally more appropriate
for larger and more highly organized social and recreational events.
These events provide opportunities for members of the University
camunity to gather for social occasions aor for events organized to
rwogmzetheaduements of students or faculty. Permz.ssmnmaybe
given to serve a modest amount of alccholic beverage if the sponsoring
group believes it is appropriate and will contribute to the atmosphere
of the occasion. Examples of the types of events that would be
considered appropriate would be college dances and dinners, retirement
dinners, and recreation programs. The University will consider each
request but reserves the right to establish gm.dellnes and regulations
for the conduct of these events, including the serving of alcocholic
beverages.,
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The Board of Governors has authorized two fully licensed areas on
campus, these include the "Faculty Club" which is managed by a
faculty/staff Board of Directors, and "Louis" which is operated and
managed by the Place Riel Society. The University has agreed with the
regulations and circumstances under which these respective management
boards lease and operate these facilities. In addition, the University
has agreed that these areas may be licensed under the Liquor Act of
Saskatchewan which is regulated by the Liquor Control Board. These
areas are available for dining and social functions on both an organized
and a more casual drop-in basis. Each is intended to provide a pleasant
setting to pramote social and professional interaction among members of
the University commmity. In addition, Marquis Hall may, from time to
time, be licensed for serving alccholic beverages under a catering
extension to "Louis" Class B license.

University permits for student activities are to be approved by the
Assistant Vice-President (Student Services), and permits for non-student
activities are to be approved by the Assistant Controller (Auxiliary
Services). Either of these persons will also approve a permit in the
absence of the other. If both of these persons are unavailable, the
approval for a permit will then be given by the Director of Space
Planning & Administration. Wherever possible, faculty and staff social
events at which liquor is to be served should be held at the Faculty
Club or Marquis Hall and students are encouraged to use Place Riel
facilities or Marquis Hall.

Adequate liability insurance coverage is required for all functions at
which alcoholic beverages are served. The sponsoring group may be
required to obtain liability insurance and to provide proof of adequate
coverage before the event is held. Information about insurance
requirements and coverage for student approved events can be obtained
fram either the Assistant Vice-President (Student Services) or the
Business Manager of the U.S.S.U. Information on faculty/staff insurance
requirements can be obtained from the Assistant Controller (Auxiliary
Services) .

AILCOCHOLIC BEVERAGE REGULATIONS:

1. Alccholic beverages may not be hrought onto the campus or other
University property, except to fully licensed areas or to those
spaces classed as private residences, without a permit issued by the
Assistant Vice-President (Student Services) or the Assistant
Controller (Auxiliary Services).

2. Sponsoring groups must also obtain a Special Occasion Permit from an
outlet of the Saskatchewan Liquor Board. THE SASKATCHEWAN LIQUOR
BOARD REQUIRES FIVE WORKING DAYS NOTICE PRIOR TO ISSUING THE
NECESSARY SPECIAL OCCASION PERMIT.

3. Groups that apply to sponsor events on campus where alcoholic
beverages are to be served must be bonafide organizations: student
groups must be recognized and sanctioned by the U.S.S.U.; other
groups must be identified with programs of the University.
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Groups that are hosting social events where alcoholic beverages are
being served will be held legally responsible for full campliance
with the provincial Liquor Act and with University regulations.

Special Occasion Licenses are issued by the Liquor Board for social
and recreational purposes; licenses will only be issued for furd
raising functions when a special case is validated for an approved
public charity.

The University reserves the right to refuse permission to hold a
function and to cancel an approved function without notice. (See 16.
below). University Security Officers are empowered to terminate a
special occasion function if violations occur. A violation is
defined as not adhering to Provincial or University regulations with
regard to Special Occasion Licenses.

The sponsoring organization shall save harmless the University fraom
any and all damages that can reasonably be demonstrated to be a
result of the function. Liability insurance coverage is required
and proof presented of its existence. Student groups must be paid
up participants, in good standing, with the U.S.S.U. blanket
liability program or, alternatively, they must hold a certificate of
proof of independent coverage for at least five million dollars
liability.

Admission to these functions must be limited to those eligible for
membership in the sponsoring group plus a reasonable rumber of
guests, and any advertising must so indicate. Reference to the
availability of alcchol at these functions is not permitted.

The function shall not start before the approved starting time nor
extend beyond the approved finishing time. Functions held in
academic buildings may not commence before 4:30 p.m. on weekdays.
All functions must terminate by midnight on weekdays and by 1:00
a.m. on weekends.

The maximm duration of a function is four hours.

If it is necessary to keep a building open beyond normal operating
hours or to repair or clean up the premises, the sponsoring group
shall pay for the additional labour costs incurred.

The location must be appropriate for the function and conform with
University policy on space use.

Functions held in buildings other than the Faculty Club, Marquis
Hall, the M.U.B. and Place Riel require the permission of the dean
or the administrative head who is responsible for the building. The
use of rooms within academic buildings will be restricted to student
or staff groups whose academic program or work is located in the
building. The respective dean will determine the appropriateness of
the sponsor group and the type of social function.
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Attendance must not exceed the rated capacity of the roam used, or
the limit approved, for the function.

Food in reasonable quantity must be available to those attending.
Except for functions held at the Faculty Club or Place Riel,
arrangements for food must be made with University Food Services.

At any function within the University at which alcohol is being
served, a suitable non-alccholic beverage must also be made
available for those who, for medical or other reasons, choose not to
consume alcchol.

The person named in the Special Occasion Permit must be present and
available to University officials and law enforcement officers
throughout the function.

University security officers are empowered to terminate a function
if violations of the law, conditions of the permit, University
regulations, or the conditions of the approved application occur.

The amount of alccholic beverages that may be purchased and provided
for at any campus social event shall not exceed the following
formula:

ROOM CAPACITY X SERVING SIZE X FOUR

where ROOM CAPACITY is established by Space Planning &
Administration based on the characteristics of the room:
square footage; shape; fire and safety considerations; roam
finishes and furnishings; and adjacent sanitary services;

and SERVING SIZE is equal to one bottle (12 oz.) of beer or 1

oz. of spirits or 4 oz. of wine ar one bottle (12 oz.) of
cooler, etc.

21. Notification of the function will be given to Security, Food
Services, the U.S.S.U. Program Director and Space Planning and
Administration.

ADDITIONAL REGULATIONS APPLYING TO STUDENT-SPONSORED FUNCTIONS:

1. PApplications for student sponsored functions on campus at which
alcoholic beverages will be served must be approved by the Assistant
Vice-President (Student Services), who is located in Roam 60.4 of
the Place Riel Campus Centre. (See AC 70-06 Appendix A for "Student
Application" form.)

2. The number of these functions that may be sponsored by any single
orgamzatmnshallnotexceedfcmrpertermtoanaxmmofelght

per academic year.

3. Student Service Crew shall be in attendance unless other suitable

arrangements are approved by the Securlty Supervisor and the
Assistant Vice-President (Student Services).

4. Social events at which alccholic beverages are to be served must
also provide non-alccholic beverages for participants who may wish
this alternative.

Students who are underage will NOT be permitted to enter premises which
are licensed through a Special Occasion License or the "Class B"
License. The quuor Act clearly prohibits minors from purchasmg, being
served or consuming alccholic beverages on these premises. The total
responsibility for compliance with this aspect of the legislation is
sharedbetweenthemﬁeragepartlmpantandthepersonorgroupwho
obtained the Special Occasion License. However, it is quite clear that
theSponsorGrmlpagree atthetlmetheyacqmrethemcense, to comply
exactly with all provincial legislation. As sponsors, they will be held
to be tortally responsible for the conditions under which the licensed
event is operated, including any and all illegal or liable
circumstances.
