PRESENTATION FORMATS

The conference program committee will consider
presentations in the following six formats. For
all formats, a summary is required with the
submission. Please review the Summary Format
‘and Submission Form carefully and follow the
instructions provided.

(1) ROUNDTABLES Roundtables bring people
together to discuss a particular issue related
o one or more of the conference sub-themes
above. A submission to facilitate a roundtable
must include a summary describing the problem
or issue, its significance, the questions to be
posed, and a plan for engaging the participants.
Roundtables wil last 1 hour and 30 minutes.

(2) WORKSHOPS Workshops are instructional
sessions in which presenters teach and discuss
particular skills and techniques. The session
should accomplish specific learning objectives
and increase the participants’ competence in
an important area of the conference theme and

goals. It should include opportunities for
practice and feedback. A workshop submission
must include a summary and a detailed plan of
the workshop including objectives, agenda, and
participation process (maximum 2 pages).
Workshops will be 1 hour and 30 minutes.

(3) ORAL PRESENTATIONS Oral presentations will
focus on issues related to practice and policy.
Research reports may also be presented orally
if the application and implications of the
findings are emphasized for practice and policy.
Each presentation will be 20 minutes followed
by a 10 minute discussion period.

(4) POSTER PRESENTATIONS Fosters will be
displayed for a half-day of the conference, to
enable all delegates to view them. Presenters
must be available at their poster to answer
questions at a designated time during the
conference. Fosters may include photographs,
statistical tables, figures, charts or other
graphic material relevant to the project.

(8) STORYTELLING Story sessions are designed
%0 solicit greater participation from community
members, students and others whose
experiences might be over-looked in formal
conference settings. Stories reflect the
genvine and authentic experience of an
individual or a community, which has importance
and value. Stories should be consistent with
the conferenice theme, goals, and objectives.
For example, story sessions could involve a
story of a successful or less than successful
attempt to involve citizens in research projects,
or to change promotion and tenure policies to
reward faculty involvement, in community-based
research. Storytelling sessions wil be 30
minutes in length.

(6) OTHER CREATIVE FORMATS Fresenters may
present in a format not identified above, such
as skits or dramatizations, or combinations of
the identified categories. Creative sessions will
be 30 minutes in length.
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Please submit all presentation summaries using the
attached Submission Form and following the Summary
Format below. Fresentations that do not follow the
guidelines, that are incomplete, or that are received
after the deadiine date will ot be considered. The
Program Committee will try to accommodate all
presentations according to the presenters’ stated
preferences, but may reassign presentations according
to conference program needs.

* Each individual may submit a maximurm of two
Fresentations as Frimary Presenter. There is no limit.
on the number of submissions for which a person may
be listed as a supplementary presenter.

* Co-presentations by commurity and university
partners are encouraged.

* Submission of the form implies the submitter's
‘agreement to register for the conference, pay
the appropriate registration fee, and present as
scheduled. Registration Fees are anticipated to
be approximately $350 Canadian.

SUMMARY REVIEW PROCESS

Presentations will be reviewed by members of the
conference program committee and external reviewers.
The following minimum criteria for summary acceptance
will be used:

* Adherence to summary submission instructions

* Relevance to the conference theme and goals

« Potential for engaging participants in meaningful
discussion through experiential learning techniques

* Clarity of writing
