The University of Saskatchewan has an iPhone application (or app) called iUsask.  On January 23rd, 

during the big winter storm, a button for the College of Education became available with the latest 

release, version 1.2.4.

Faculty and Staff Update 

Paul Orlow s k i 

 

After growing up in Torontoôs east end, I moved out to BC where I have spent my entire adult life, until now that is. For 20 years I 
taught in various BC high schools, mostly Social Studies, First Nations Studies, and Civic Studies. My MA thesis (1997) was a 
qualitative study that investigated how working-class youth from five cultural groups perceive racism and economic inequality. I 
furthered this line of inquiry with my dissertation by examining the ways in which veteran high school Social Studies teachers 
think about issues of race and social class. This dissertation (2004) employed critical discourse analysis of these interviews and 
of the formal BC Social Studies curriculum itself from the first publication in 1941 until 1997. Both of these degrees were com-

pleted at the University of British Columbia (UBC). They fall into two fields of study, namely, curriculum studies and the soci-
ology of education. 

This dual focus resulted in my teaching in two departments at UBC: Curriculum Studies and Educational Studies. After six years 
there, I became the department head for a new Teacher Education Program at the University of the Fraser Valley (UFV) in 2006. 
All of the courses I taught at UFV were foundations courses. At the end of 2009, I moved to Saskatoon to further my academic 
career in the Department of Curriculum Studies at the University of Saskatchewan (U of S). I am quite excited to teach at the U of 
S and engage in research in my current areas of interest: anti-racist pedagogy, Aboriginal education, teaching for a political con-
sciousness, critical media literacy, and pedagogy based on progressive Christian principles of social justice. All of these areas fall 

into one major field of study, namely, teaching for a strong democracy in the 21st century. I feel quite passionately about the need 
for school teachers to work toward developing a citizenry capable of real critical thinking, of becoming informed about how power 
operates in the social, political, and economic spheres, and of becoming active participants in the creation of a more just and civil 
Canadian society.
