Following this, the student will be expected to apply the methodology of International Political Economy to the problem of governing public-private partnerships. The student will be expected to present and discuss this material, and to submit a second essay (max 35 pages) worth 35%. The student will also be assessed during their discussions and will be examined at the end of the course.  
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
