Experience our Unique, Integrated Internship!
The St. Andrew’s College ministry degree (the Master of Divinity) combines the church’s required internship and the final year of ministry studies into one 16-month package.
This experience, which we call “Phase Three,” is unique to our program, and begins at the conclusion of Phase Two (or the equivalent to two years of full-time study).

During the sixteen months of Phase Three interns are appointed half-time to an internship site – usually a pastoral charge where they are either with another ministry person or in solo ministry, depending on the intern’s needs and goals. All interns have faculty advisors, who help them reflect on their experiences and learning. Liberal bursary funding is available to offset housing costs during the sixteen months.
            The other one-half time is spent on course work, with the intern coming back to the College for 4 Learning Circles. These are intensive five-to-ten day courses, scheduled to occur throughout the 16 months. Faculty and a small group of peers work together at each of these circles to deepen their knowledge and integration of ministry issues.


During this half-time study, interns can also complete other courses as required for their degrees.

Advantages of the St. Andrew’s program include:

· Opportunities for significant integration of theory and practice, self and ministry

· Fewer moves: There is no need to return to the college at the conclusion of the internship. Many interns stay on their sites as candidate supply for the months leading to ordination, while others travel, work at pulpit supply, or take further courses.
· Richer experience of ministry with sixteen months to work on skills and relationships in the pastoral setting

· This model helps to develop a life-long pattern of study and reflection in the midst of ministry activity, for a richer and more satisfying vocational life
